5. One of his contemporary described something as being 'without form and void, like chaos before the creation'. What were they? What did W.Turner do with them later in the exhibition room on Varnishing Days?

6. Name the picture which depicts Lake District scene, stormy conditions Turner presumably witnessed, writing ‘Black’ on the surface of the lake.
7. Description of which picture is given bellow? What kind of painting is it?

The Hesperides were the three daughters of Hesperus, the evening star. They tended a tree of golden apples on the slopes of Mount Atlas. Here, the goddess Discord picks one, setting in train the events leading to the Trojan war. The apple was subsequently awarded to the goddess Aphrodite by Paris, after she had promised him the most beautiful woman in the world: the Greek Queen, Helen, wife of Menelaus, whom Paris then abducted. It seems Turner may have been alluding to recent in-fighting at the Royal Academy in his choice of subject.
8. In Turner’s picture Spithead, Boat’s Crew recovering an Anchor there is a discord between what is depicted and the title. What is the disagreement about?

9. The next picture was exhibited at a time when Turner was producing his own verses, and he may well have sympathised with the poet’s plight. Name the picture.

10. What is depicted in the foreground of the picture in the background of which one can see Windsor Castle and Eton College? What is the title of the picture?

11. There is certain discord in the picture again. The title contains the name of a church, but there is no church in the picture. Name the picture. Where is the church supposed to be, in which city?

12. In this picture one can see a whale in the process of being caught. Name the picture and write for whom it was painted.
13. What is the name of the castle on the river Tweed in Northumberland (Scotland), Turner visited in 1797? Name the picture.

14. What kind of monster is presumably depicted in the picture Sunrise with Sea Monsters?
